OPCAT visit to the Nagymagocs Castle Home
of the Integrated Care Center in Csongrad County

external experts paid a visit to the Nagymagocs Castle Home of the Integrated Care Center in
Csongrad County.

The medical treatment and
medication of the elderly were checked by a medical expert, catering to the residents was
inspected by an expert dietician.
